Though Delancey Street’s average resident
has served four stretches in prison, there
has never been a violent incident, nor an
on-premises arrest, in the foundation’s
twenty-three-year history. Under Silbert’s
presidency, Delancey Street’s one-teaches-
another rehab system has educated and
equipped thousands of former addicts and
criminals to return to life independent and
drug-free—all while consuming exactly $0
1N taxpayer money.
